     As we begin our Winter Quarter may we say how very proud we are of all the students, and the excellent job 
they are doing memorizing their Bible verses each week.  Nearly every student memorized some of their Bible 
verses and we had 30 students receive Perfect Memory Verse Awards!  So please continue to encourage and 
help your student memorize their Bible verse each week.

Starting Sunday, February 14, we will be offering a special 14 week course during 2nd service for 
students that are in 3 – 5 grades called Kids’ Evangelism Explosion.  We will be sending out more information 
and an invitation for parents / guardians to join us.

This will be a fantastic opportunity for you and your child to learn how to effectively share your 
faith with others!   So please begin to pray about what your involvement might be.        
     Finally it is not too late for your child to participate in our Wednesday Night Live Kids’ Club program that is 
open for children 4 years old – 5th grade.  This year’s theme is

All programs for kids, junior high, high school, and adults, are from 7:00 to 8:30 pm.  We do have infant and 
toddler childcare available at no cost.
